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Lembah Klang merupakan kawasan maju seiring dengan pembangunan ekonomi 
yang banyak menyumbang kepada peningkatan harga barang dan perkhidmatan. 
Kos sara hidup berdasarkan pendapatan dan perbelanjaan menjadi topik 
perbualan hangat dalam kalangan rakyat, sama ada semasa atau selepas 
pandemik COVID-19, terutama golongan kurang berkemampuan iaitu B40. 
Kenaikan harga barang secara berterusan sejak kebelakangan ini meninggalkan 
kesan kepada golongan ini. Oleh itu, kajian ini bertujuan untuk mengenalpasti 
impak pandemik COVID-19 ke atas kos sara hidup B40 yang melibatkan isu 
pendapatan, perbelanjaan dan bantuan yang bersasar. Metodologi kajian 
menggunakan kaedah kuantitatif melalui instrumen soal selidik kepada 650 
responden golongan B40 di Lembah Klang dengan menggunakan ujian Mann 
Whitney U dan Kruskall Wallis H. Hasil kajian mendapati bahawa golongan B40 
terkesan dan ada yang tidak terkesan ketika pandemik COVID-19 yang melibatkan 
isu kos sara hidup dan bantuan yang diperoleh.  Hal demikian kerana kenaikan 
harga barang dan pendapatan yang rendah menyebabkan golongan ini 
mengambil langkah berjimat cermat dan bertahan dengan wang simpanan yang 
sedikit. Dalam kajian ini mendapati bahawa tahap kelangsungan hidup golongan 
ini turut terjejas dan sebahagian besar responden bertindak berjimat cermat 
dengan membeli barangan yang berkualiti rendah serta mengutamakan barangan 
yang penting dan berkeperluan sahaja. Justeru, dalam menghadapi situasi ini 
kerajaan perlu memberi bantuan bersasar bagi mengurangkan bebanan serta 
memastikan harga barang mampu dibeli dan dimiliki walaupun selepas pandemik 
COVID-19 melanda.

This study investigates the role of teaching entrepreneurship in English and the 
inclusivity of English as an oral communication in shaping students' entrepreneurial 
self-confidence is analysed. Recent higher learning institutions have implemented 
entrepreneurship courses that are conducted in English due to its importance as a 
language of global communication and commerce. Therefore, this study seeks to fill 
the gap in previous research about the effect of language on students' 
self-confidence. To achieve the objective, a survey was conducted among the 
students of an entrepreneurship course taught in English. A total of 133 usable 
responses were obtained and used to analyse the data. Data were analysed using 
SmartPLS 4 of Structural Equation Modelling to perform multivariate analysis. The 
results revealed that independent and mediating variables have a strong effect on 
students' entrepreneurial self-confidence. Moreover, it was established that 
including English oral communication further enhances the relationship between 
entrepreneurship courses in English and self-confidence. This research contributes 
to the existing literature by highlighting the importance of language in 
entrepreneurship education, particularly the use of English for strengthening social 
capital and networking. Thus, it is essential for entrepreneurship education courses 
to be designed reflectively in regard to several other factors which will pave the way 
for students to become successful entrepreneurs.
